2011 LRWW Sample Event and Volunteer Information
· LRWW had a good conference in February with great presentations by our Science Advisors regarding the examination and breakdown of our field test results and lab sample results for the 2010 sample events.  They gave us information about the overall status of our sites.
· LRWW is in a financial pinch and unable to afford the materials, mailing, and lab costs for three sample events in 2011.  Because of this, the LRWW Steering Committee has decided to change the sampling plans for 2011 as follows:

· Spring sampling event – May 14, 2011 – water samples will be collected and sent to the lab for bacteria (E. coli) analysis; samplers will also conduct the field chemistry tests (temperature, conductivity, dissolved oxygen, and pH) and submit these results on the chain-of-custody as usual  

· Summer sampling event – first two weeks of June (June 1 – 14, 2011) – conduct the field chemistry tests; conduct biological and habitat assessments and submit these results on the chain-of-custody form sent to you prior to the May 14 sampling event – no water samples will be collected

· Fall sampling event – October 1, 2011 – conduct the field chemistry tests – submit these results on the chain-of-custody form sent to you prior to the May 14 sampling event – no water samples will be collected 
· The Science Advisors have indicated important conclusions about the health of your stream can still be made for each site based upon the field chemistry test results you collect.  The most accurate conclusions will come from the biological and habitat assessments, the field test results, and the lab results combined.
· Also, in order to save on postage, all of the materials and forms are included in the envelope sent to you prior to the May 14 sampling event.  Those not able to participate on May 14 will receive their forms at a later date.  You need to keep the extra forms in a safe place until they are needed for the summer and fall sampling events.  If the forms are misplaced, you can print replacements from the website.  If you don’t have access to a computer, you can contact your Area Coordinator about receiving replacement forms.
